North Texas Corvette Club - Regular Business Meeting Minutes

Date: January 6, 2012
President, Marc Hughes called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm. All officers were present including newly installed Vice President Jim Peterson.

Treasurer, Lisa Davis, reported the club balance of $3860.66.  The 50/50 fund is at $0.00.
End of year expenses included the Christmas Party with a total cost of $5146.24. Offsetting this cost, 65 Club members paid $50.00 each for a total of $3250.00. The 50/50 account paid in $983.00 leaving a balance of $913.24 which was paid by the club. The Christmas Party auction raised $2590.00 for Christ’s Haven and the club added $500.00 to that amount. For the remainder of 2010, the club made additional charitable contributions totaling $1680.00.
The December meeting minutes were read with no additions or corrections. 

Marc reiterated the philanthropic focus of the club reminding all that the Good Samaritan Award plaque, awarded to the club from the National Corvette Museum this past year, would be placed on display in the James Woods Dealership Chevrolet Showroom. He also complimented Charlie Davis on his role as auctioneer at the Christmas Party. Marc asked Mary Smith to come forward to report on the Philanthropic Committee’s efforts.
As a result of their research, the Philanthropic Committee (Mary Smith, Shirley Dye, Jean Peterson and Barbara Eardley), made a recommendation that the club consider The Friends of the Family, Our Daily Bread and the North Texas Food Bank to receive donations from the club. Mary gave a brief summary of the history, objectives and activities of each organization most of which have been in existence since the early eighties. Some of their combined efforts include providing daily meals to the hungry, housing the homeless and abused, providing counseling, violence intervention and family assistance with transportation and clothing. Funds provided to these groups would serve to assist those most in need in the North Texas region. The Executive Committee will meet to review these recommendations with their decision forthcoming at next month’s meeting.
Webmaster and Merchandise Coordinator, Jim Peterson reported that the revamped website is gradually becoming more stable. Working with the new applications takes time. He is currently working on building the secured access part of the site that includes the members’ detailed information. He also said that the new password would be a constant rather than changing each month. One of the interesting aspects that Jim has noted is that he is receiving “hits” and requests for info from visitors to the site.
On the merchandise side, Jim has a new club jacket that Johnny Grigsby modeled for the group. Cost is in the $44-$45 range with colors of Royal Blue, Black and Silver/Grey.

Activities Chairman, William Rafferty, outlined past and planned activities.
